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Abstract: This study aims at identifying home (family
characteristics and family quality of life), factors as predictors of
quality of life of Primary stage students in Saudi Arabian
Kingdom. Sample includes 75 students at the fifth grade of primary
education stage and their parents. Survey of environment
developed by Frank Porter Graham Child Development Centre
(2002), Quality of life scale developed by the researcher. Using
stepwise regression, results indicate that children who live in
families with high family quality of life ratings were given higher
quality of life levels.
