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Abstract

The research aimed to cooperate in preparing a program based on Batemam & Crant theory in developing the proactive company among students at the University of Mosul.
In order to achieve the research goal, the following hypotheses were developed:(The first main assumption: There are no statistically significant differences at the level of
(0.05) in proactive personality in the test between the two research groups (experimental - temperature)., The second main assumption: There are no statistically significant
differences at the level of (0.05) in the proactive personality in the two pre-tests, experimental differences according to the scores of each field separately and the total score.
To achieve the goal of the research, the researchers adopted an experimental design with two equal groups, experimental and control, and the research sample was chosen
randomly, stratified, and it amounted to (61) male and female students, with (32) male and female students in the experimental group from the College of Administration and
Economics, Marketing Department, and (29) male and female students in The control group was from the College of Administration and Economics, Department of
Accounting, after verifying the parity indicators in a number of variables (the level of students’ performance on the proactive personality scale, the chronological age of the
students, the level of parents” achievement, gender, and the number of family members).The researchers designed a program with (16) sessions, based on the proactive
personality according to Batemam & Crant theory.To achieve the goal of the research, the researchers built a proactive personality scale, which in its final form consists of
(47) items with (5) alternatives: (applies to me to a very great extent, applies to me to a great extent, applies to me to a moderate degree, applies to me to a small degree,
applies To a very small degree), it was distributed into four domains: (environmental change, initiative, decision-making, and perseverance), with (14) items for each domain
after verifying the apparent validity and construct validity, in addition to the reliability that was extracted by the retest method, which amounted to (82.0). ) and the Alpha-
Cronbach method (85.0) The program was also built after verifying its apparent validity, and the data was treated statistically using (T-test for two independent samples,
Chi-square test, Pearson correlation coefficient, Alpha-Cronbach equation, T-test for two related samples, T-test for the significance of the correlation coefficient, effect
size) and the results were shown. :-( There are statistically significant differences at the level of (0.05) in the proactive personality and in favor of the experimental group,
whether at the field level or the total score, There is a statistically significant difference at the level of (0.05) in the proactive personality in the two pre- and post-tests for the
experimental group at the overall level and for each of its fields, and in favor of the experimental group in the post-test)..
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
