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Abstract

The current study aimed to reveal the relationship between feeling fear of
happiness and the feeling of social terror among Palestinian university students in
Tulkarm Governorate. For this purpose, used the two tools of the study: a measure of
feelings of happiness phobia, which was prepared by the researcher, and a scale of
Roulin & Wee (1995) to measure social phobia after its development on the local
environment, and to verify its psychometric properties (honesty and consistency) by
the accepted methods and methods. The sample of the study consisted of (433) male
and female students from Palestinian universities in Tulkarm Governorate, namely:
Al-Quds Open (Tulkarem branch), National An-Najah (College of Agriculture and
Veterinary), and Technical Palestine (Khadouri). The results showed that the study
members' estimates of the level of feelings of happiness and social phobia were
average, and that there was a positive and statistically significant correlation
between feeling of happiness and social phobia. On the other hand, the results
showed that there were no statistically significant differences in the level of feelings
of happiness and social phobia among Palestinian university students, according to
the variables of gender, specialization, and achievement.
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
