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4) geographical border: the research will apply its study
on the Faculty of Education, Mansoura only because
Mansoura University followed by the faculties of
Education, one in Mansoura and other in Damiettaall
over Dakahlia Governorate.

- Travel Many of the graduates of the College of
Education of the male to the outside which is a waste in
the educational process.
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- The reluctance of some parents from enrolling their
children in the faculties of education.

- Low morale among graduates.
- Anguish and remorse for wasted effort at no charge.

- Increasing manifestations of mental ill-health, an
increase crashes graduates of colleges of education.

- Low value of the degree obtained.

- The continued reliance on parents financially in the life
of the graduate.

- The growth of a sense of hostility towards society.

- The functioning of male graduates of the College of
Education in craftsmanship and professionalism and
that does not suit the nature of the qualification they
have received.

- Working of the graduates of the College of Education
In non appropriate jobs and careers (as in a hotel, a taxi
driver, at a petrol station)

- The functioning of female graduates of the College of
Education in the function of a secretary and a worker's
place of simple professions.
